GUEST RESEARCHER AGREEMENT

I, * hereby agree in consideration of acceptance by NIH as a Guest Researcher that I will:

1.
Agree to be bound by all provisions of Executive Order 10096, as amended, 45 C.F.R. Part 7 and any orders, rules, regulations or the like issued thereunder, as if I were a Government employee who conceived an invention  or first actually reduced it to practice while at the NIH.  I agree to disclose promptly to the appropriate NIH officials, all inventions which I may conceive or first actually reduce to practice during my visit to the NIH, and to sign and execute all papers necessary for conveying to the Government the rights to which it is entitled by virtue of Executive Order 10096, as amended, and this agreement.

2. Submit publications resulting from work at NIH to be cleared for conformance with NIH’s publication policies.

3. Waive any and all claims for compensation from the Government of the United States for any services performed incidental to the personal research I am doing, and absolve NIH of any responsibility in case of personal injury or death arising out of those research activities, and/or failure or damage to my experiments or equipment.

4. While on NIH premises, conform to all applicable administrative instructions and requirements of the Department for Health and Human Services and NIH, including all regulations and procedures concerning conduct, safety, patient care and animal care.    


NIH Policy Manual 3040-2 (Animal Care and Use in the Intramural Program) identifies several specific requirements for individuals who will be involved in NICHD research using animals.

All individuals authorized to conduct procedures involving NIH research animals must be listed on an approved Animal Study Proposal form or must be added to an approved Animal Study Proposal using a Modification to Animal Study Proposal form.

Individuals at the NIH are required to participate in the Animal Exposure Surveillance Program (AESP), managed by the Occupational Medical Service of the Division of Safety, if they are involved in the direct care of animals or their living quarters or have direct contact with animals (live or dead), their viable tissues, body fluids, or waste.

Individuals authorized to conduct procedures involving animals under Animal Study Proposals must attend the NIH course Using Animals in Intramural Research: Guidelines for Animal Users.  The NIH Office of Animal Care and Use (301/496-5424) should be contacted to arrange for course enrollment.

5. Agree that I will obtain, prior to the beginning of this assignment, health insurance coverage substantially comparable to that provided by the Federal Employee’s Health Benefits Plan and will have that coverage approved by the host IC.
