Information provided to all PIs:
All students who come to work in an NIH lab and are not paid should be brought on as Special Volunteers.  See Manual Chapter 2300-308-1, at
http://www1.od.nih.gov/oma/manualchapters/person/2300-308-1/ for guidance.
The following information relates to students under age 18 whom you might bring on to work in your laboratory, either in the summer or during the school year.
1) All students under age 18 need signed parental consent forms. The consent forms must fully disclose the potential hazards that the student may come in contact with or to which they be exposed.
2) Students under 18 must always work under direct supervision.
3) Students under 18 may not work with isotopes, non-human primates, select agents, human blood, body fluids or tissues, or in a BSL3 or BSL4 facility.
