Please use the designations below for the title on the travel order.  Please do not abbreviate; please use/type exactly as below.
Senior Investigator

Is an NIH employee who has been granted tenure or a facility head

Investigator

Is an NIH employee who is a tenure-track scientist

Adjunct Investigator

Is a scientist who works full-time or part-time but whose primary career appointment is elsewhere 

Senior Scientist/Senior Clinician

Is a scientist in a time-limited renewable appointment who is either a manger of a large program/department or spending a limited period of time at the NIH

Staff Scientist/Staff Clinician

Is an NIH employee in a time-limited, renewable position who usually has a doctoral degree and is selected to support a Senior Investigator

Research Fellow/Clinical Fellow

A Research Fellow is an NIH scientist with a doctoral degree, employed on a time-limited appointment
A Clinical Fellow is a doctoral-level health professional, employed on a time-limited appointment

Postdoctoral Fellow

Is a trainee with a graduate or medical degree who participates in lab-based biomedical research for the purpose of obtaining advanced training; trainees are not NIH employees and have less than five years of relevant research experience since their degree

This category also covers those on ORISE, Courtesy and NRC
Student
Is a registered student in high school or undergraduate school (Student IRTA)

Is a registered student in graduate or medical school (Pre-Doctoral IRTA or Pre-Doctoral Visiting Fellow)
Is a trainee who recently (within two years) obtained an undergraduate degree who participates in lab-based research for the purpose of obtaining training and while applying to graduate or medical school 

(Post-Baccalaureate Pre-IRTA)
Is individual who graduated from U.S. college or university with a bachelor’s or master’s degree and is interested in advanced training for a technical position (Technical IRTA)
This category also covers Student Volunteers
Senior Research Assistant/Research Assistant

A Senior Research Assistant is an NIH employee who is a GS-12 or GS-13

A Research Assistant is an NIH employee who is a GS-11 or below

Research Assistant (SV)

Is an individual with a Master’s or B.S. degree who is volunteering but is not in school
